The exact time and date will be sent to you via text the week we return after the October half term break.
In the summer 2025, the Year 11 official Spanish speaking exam will constitute 25% of your child’s final
grade in Spanish. It is essential that they prepare for this mock in order to be familiar with the process at
the end of Year 11.
